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Social Care Advice 

Guidance
1. Details of the professional writing the report

· Include your name, profession and who you are in the child/young person’s life
· Social workers who have carried out an assessment using the Framework for Assessment for Children in Need and their Families should use that information. They may, with parental agreement, provide that report as additional evidence to the LA if the information covers all that is required as statutory assessment.
· Where there has not been recent significant active involvement social workers should consider carefully how the advice is written.
2. Background

The following information should be included in this section:

· Whether the child/young person and family have been known to Social services and if so for how long
· Current legal status 
· Who has parental responsibility - Who should be consulted on any particular educational decision

· Brief reasons for the involvement of social care - the strategies that have been adopted with the child/young person and family
3. Description of the child’s strengths and abilities (What’s going well)
· Include what people like and admire about the child/young person

· What does the child/young person see as their strengths

· What does the family see as their strengths

· Who are their circle of support (people important to them that support them).

4. What are the child/young person’s difficulties (what’s not working?)

· What does the child/young person see as things that are not working for them 

(you can also get the views of people that know them well)
· Use all or some of the areas of need listed below:

· Social factors in the child/young person’s environment that may contribute to their special educational needs

· Family circumstances
5.  What people need to do to support me well
List the interventions you consider the child/young person needs to be able to support them well in the community and outside of school hours.
· Support arrangements for the family

· Frequency and number of visits to the family from social care
· Brief description of any intervention being made
· Counselling

· After schools activities/clubs

· Sitting hours

· Short breaks

· Respite care

· Direct payments

Please note that any of the social care interventions you recommend can be offered to the family as an individual budget and they must link to the outcomes.

6. Outcomes
Identify with the family what the social outcomes outside of school will be for the child/young person. Think about aspirations for the future, building on their strengths, skills and abilities. Break down the outcome into a shorter term outcome for the key stage e.g. by the time I am 11 years old I will be accessing a range of activities in my community that I enjoy with support.
7. My Support 
Identify and list all of the child’s social care needs and for each need describe the support they need over and above the provision available in the community to help them progress with their identified outcomes.
